Croatia, September 2023: The price of electricity for households is EUR 0.150
per kWh or USD 0.160 per kWh. The electricity price for businesses is EUR

How much energy does Croatia consume a year?

In 2018, final energy consumption in Croatia amountedaround 6.8 Mtoe,
12.2% above its 2000 level. Residential sector was the largest consuming
sector in 2018; consumption in this sector remained stable in the period from
2000 to 2018. Final energy consumption in the transport sector increased by
2.1% per year in the period from 2000 to 2018.
